International Aid Organisations and/or NGO's Providing Assistance to the Palestinian Territories, Wishing to be Registered with the Ministry of Social Affairs and Services
Applications from international aid organisations and/or NGO's, intending to work in the Palestinian Territories, for registration with the Department of International Affairs at the Ministry of Social Affairs, should be sent from the head of the organisation to Ms. Renee Techelet, Director, Department of International Relations, Ministry of Social Affairs and Services at the address below, and should include the following:

1. Request for registration by the organisation from the head office on official letterhead
2. Description of the international activities of the organisation, including annual report and annual budget
3. Description of proposed programme of activities in the Palestinian Territories together with the proposed budget, and sources of funding
4. Document of Registration with the Palestinian Authority, authorising activities by the organisation in the Palestinian Territories, required by regulation as of August 2009.

5. Copies of legal documents of registration as an NGO in country of origin.

6. Letter of appointment of the country representative on official letterhead, including curriculum vitae and a copy of the passport pages containing passport details, and a request for a recommendation for a B-1 working visa.

7. List of employees of the organisation involved with the organisation’s local administration and implementation of the programme, if available
8. Job description for the country representative and for each expatriate worker employed by the organisation
9. Contact details, including: address of the organisation in Israel; telephone, fax and cell phone numbers; and email address
10. The regulations governing registration as an international aid organisation requires the organisation to maintain an office in Israel. Therefore, a copy of the rental contract for the organisation in Israel must be provided.  Please note: at the expiration of the rental contract, a copy of each renewal of the rental contract must be provided as well.
Important note:  In order to qualify for a B-1 working visa under Israeli Law, the international aid worker must work in Israel at least 7 days per month/15 hours per week and maintain a residence in Israel as well.
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
